Subject-matter of the Contract and the Subject-matter of Purchase
The subject-matter of this Contract is the Seller’s obligation to deliver the subject-matter of purchase (goods) to the Buyer and transfer the ownership title to the subject-matter of purchase to the Buyer, and the Buyer’s obligation to pay the Seller the purchase price for this. 
The subject-matter of purchase is the goods specified herein under for the price specified herein under. The price of each of the individual items is stated including all the related taxes, customs duties and fees. The Seller undertakes to deliver the subject-matter of purchase (hereinafter only the “Goods”) to the Buyer, and the Buyer undertakes to pay the Seller the purchase price of the Goods in a proper and timely manner.
Specification of the subject-matter of purchase:
The subject-matter of purchase is 7 pcs of LYSO (Lu2(1-x)Y2xSiO5) scintillation monocrystalline solids, meeting the following specification:
- 34,0mm x 34,0mm x 20,0mm,
- Slight chamfers on the edges,
- Tolerances: +/-0,2 mm,
- 1 large sides (34,0mm x 34,0mm) polished, other ground,
- decay time < 40 ns
- Visual specifications:
- No chipping > 1,0mm x 1,0mm x length 2,0mm
			- No bubble or inclusions with a diam. > 0,5mm

The Parties declare that they are aware of the fact that this Contract of Purchase is concluded within the project funded by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports in the Czech Republic under Ref. No.: MSMT-1000/2016 according to “The Decision to Provide a Purpose-specific Grant to a Major Infrastructure Project for Research, Experimental Development and Innovation”, on the basis of which project LM2015049 is realized under title “Facility for Antiproton and Ion Research – Participation of the Czech Republic”, within the scope of which the subject-matter monocrystalline solids are to be procured, where Ústav jaderné fyziky akademie věd České republiky, v. v. i. (Nuclear Physics Institute of CAS, public research institution) is the beneficiary of the subsidy within the project and Slezská Univerzita v Opavě  (Silesian University in Opava) is one of the participants in the project. Therefore, the Parties acknowledge that it is necessary to meet any and all of the deadlines stipulated herein.


The Purchase Price for the Goods, Terms of Payment, Contractual Fine
The Parties have agreed on the purchase price amounting to EUR …………./1 pc of the monocrystalline solid. Hence, the total purchase price of 7 monocrystalline solids is EUR …………... The purchase price includes all respective taxes, customs duties and fees. The purchase price does not include the price of transport and insurance in the amount of EUR 180 that the Buyer undertakes to pay to the Seller together with the purchase price.
The Parties have agreed that the purchase price and the costs of transport and insurance shall be due after the Goods have been delivered, however, it is understood that the Seller shall be entitled to require an advance payment up to the amount of 100% of the purchase price and the costs of transport and insurance of the Goods being delivered prior to the despatch of the Goods.
The Seller shall be obliged to issue and deliver to the Buyer a proper accounting document on the basis of which the purchase price of the Goods is charged out. If an issued invoice is at variance with the concluded Contract or contradicts any law or unless the Seller becomes entitled to invoice at the moment when an invoice is issued, the Buyer shall be entitled to return an invoice to the Seller for reworking.  The Parties have agreed that the date of taxable supply shall be the moment when the Goods are delivered unless an earlier date is required by effective law. The Seller shall be obliged to issue and deliver a proper accounting document to the Buyer within 5 days following after the date of delivery of the Goods. 
The Seller acknowledges that timely delivery of the Goods and receipt of a proper accounting document is a condition of completion of this Contract, when the purchase price is financed from public resources provided by the Buyer in the form of a purpose-specific subsidy. If the Seller gets into arrears with meeting any of the Seller’s obligations towards the Buyer, the Buyer shall be entitled to withdraw from this Contract without any sanctions.


Delivery of the Goods and Their Defects
The place of delivery of the Goods shall be the registered office of the Buyer: Bezručovo nám. 1150/13, Opava, Post Code 746 01, Czech Republic
The Seller undertakes to deliver the subject-matter of purchase (the Goods) to the Buyer as follows:
[bookmark: _GoBack]7 pcs of monocrystalline solids by 15 December 2019 at the latest;
The Seller undertakes to insure the Goods against the risk of damage in transit for the amount of 100% of the purchase price. 
The Parties shall write down a record (a delivery note) of delivery and receipt of the Goods.  
The ownership right and risk of accidental destruction shall pass from the Seller to the Buyer at the moment of receipt of the subject-matter of the purchase.
The Seller shall be obliged to pack the Goods properly and deliver them in the amount, quality and finish as set forth herein, all these with the characteristics stipulated herein and the annexed offer of the Seller on the basis of which this Contract has been concluded.
The Seller shall provide the Buyer a guarantee covering any and all defects that the Goods showed at the moment when the Goods were taken over by the Buyer. Hidden defects will also be considered to be such defects. The guarantee shall cover any of the Goods delivered by the Seller. On the terms of this guarantee, the Seller accepts the responsibility for the Goods to be without any defects that could endanger or influence their functionality provided that the Buyer used the Goods or any part of the Goods in accordance with the instructions of the Seller or in accordance with the general manner of utilization of these Goods or any part of the Goods as can be generally expected for the goods of this type.
The Buyer shall be obliged to inspect the Goods upon their receipt. Should the Goods show any open or hidden defects, the Buyer shall be entitled to enforce the Buyer’s rights arising from the responsibility for defects from the Seller within the period of time of three months after the date of delivery of the Goods to the Buyer.
Should the Goods show any defects due to which the Goods cannot be used as free from defects, the Buyer shall be entitled to require (enforce):
such defects to be eliminated by delivering a replacement item - a replacement monocrystalline solid, 
withdrawal from the Contract.
Should the Seller break the obligation to deliver the Goods properly packed, in a timely manner and in the proper quantity and quality, the Buyer reserves himself the right to refuse to accept the Goods and withdraw from this Contract.


Final Provisions
This Contract supersedes any and all previous oral or written agreements with respect to the subject-matter and content of this Contract and is the complete and full declaration of will of the Parties with respect to the subject-matter of this Contract unless stipulated otherwise herein.
Any changes and amendments hereto shall require the form of a written supplement signed by both Parties. 
The rights and obligations under this Contract shall also apply in their full scope to legal successors of both Parties, if any.
Should any of the provisions of this Contract become invalid or ineffective, the validity and effect of all the other provisions shall not be affected by that. The invalid and ineffective provision shall be replaced by such a valid and effective provision that, in a legally permissible way, most closely approximates the economic purpose intended by both Parties upon entering into this Contract. The same applies to gaps in the Contract, if any.
The Parties have agreed that any issues not covered by this Contract shall be governed by the general terms and conditions of the Seller that make a supplement to this Contract. 
The material rights between the Parties to the Contract shall be governed by the United Nations Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods.
Any disputes or claims arising from or in relation to this Contract, including disputes concerning the validity, breach, termination or invalidity of this Contract shall be definitely decided according to the Rules of the Arbitration Procedure of the International Arbitration Court of the Chamber of Commerce of Austria in Vienna by one or three arbiters appointed in accordance with the aforementioned rules. All disputes or claims arising out of or in connection with this contract including disputes relating to its validity, breach, termination or nullity shall be finally settled under the Rules of Arbitration of the International Arbitral Centre of the Austrian Federal Economic Chamber in Vienna (Vienna Rules) by one or three arbitrators appointed in accordance with the said Rules.
